____ You are waiting for your appointment at the dentist's office. A little kid in the waiting room is building a shaky tower with a Lego set. You know you're too old for Legos, but you're just dying to show him how he could make his tower stronger, straighter and taller.

If you checked:

4-6 Items– Wow! You definitely have the mind of a person who likes to tackle problems. You are probably great at using computers to solve problems, too. 

2-3 Items – We can tell that you like a challenge. You think of new ways to do things to solve problems, and you're probably pretty good at computers.

0-1 Items– We know you are kidding, or you just don't want to admit that you love to solve problems, work with others, doodle, and think.
